Behind the success of our vision and mission are the parents/guardians of our students. Their priceless and innumerable contributions have helped us in our policies. We are really grateful to parents and guardians for their unflinching support  whenever we needed them. In like manner, God/Allah will richly reward you.



We cannot stop appreciating the effort of parents and guardians in this regard. Although the economy is biting hard, your response has always been commendable. However, the response to payment of fees this term has fallen below average for inexplicable reasons. In fact, we have decided not to allow any debtor into the school as soon as we resume from the mid-term break. Therefore, it is necessary that all debts be cleared on or before resumption from the mid-term break. We pray that God will enlarge your financial coast and strengthen you with abundant supplies.


The college has an ultra-modern hostel for boys and girls respectively. The facilities include stable supply of electricity, regulated and well-prepared health-giving food, adequately ventilated and spacious hostel accommodation including clean and sanitized toilets and bathrooms. 


Besides, the health of the students cannot be compromised. Apart from aerobics which keep them physically and mentally alert, qualified doctors visit the hostels, examine the students and treat the ailing ones. There is a standard Sick Bay where minor health problems are handled while serious cases are taken to our permanent hospital for proper handling. The permanent and qualified nurses employed by the school are always on hand to see to every health development. We also have a policy by which the students are dewormed with the consent of their parents/guardians.

The serenity of the atmosphere existing within the hostel makes for effective reading and understanding. During afternoon and night preps, the students are thoroughly supervised by the hostel manager and some teachers on regular basis. It is not surprising therefore that the hostel students develop faster academically because reading has become a routine for them.

The hostel fee is cheap and affordable. Your child or ward needs it. So, call the principal on phone or come in person and get the details.


In Lagooz Schools, nothing is left to chance. Research has shown that students from JSS1 to SS3 deserve weekend lesson to thoroughly revise what was taught during the week and introduce them to the topics for the new week. Also, it is a period when dull students are given one-on-one attention with a view to improving them. Most importantly, the Saturday lesson is an avenue through which we bring our students together and teach them so that they will not stay at home idle.

A student pays only N2,000 (two thousand naira) per term of three months or more. It is a big loss not to attend the Saturday lesson. So, parents should pay up and avail their children or wards of  this wonderful opportunity.


The school has concluded every arrangement to take the students on a trip to Ghana, and probably Burkina Faso during the Easter holiday. You will recall that a letter had been sent to you previously on this issue. It is a journey that will last for about six days. Each participant will be liable to pay the sum of N60,000 (sixty thousand naira) to cover the cost of transportation and accommodation. In addition, each intending student will, as a matter of urgency, pay the sum of N16,000 (sixteen thousand naira)to  enable us prepare International Passport per person. The payment should be made before the middle of March, 2011. For further information, contact the principal on phone or in person but remember that you owe it as a duty to ensure that your child/ward participates.
