SCHOOL FEES

In this regard, we thank you immensely for your resolve to pay as and when due the school fees of your children and wards. All the same, to the few who often delay payment due to one reason or the other, we pray that God/Allah supplies you abundantly according to his riches in glory.

Lagooz College has not increased school fees. The additional N2,000 (two thousand naira) noticeable in the payment break down is for end – of – year ceremony during which the students celebrate a year well concluded. They are treated to food, soft drinks and numerous items of entertainment. The school on its part subsidizes this amount paid by the students to enable them have a real field day then.

BOARDING / SCHOOL HOSTEL

As a full secondary school Lagooz College operates modern and refined boarding system comprising sanitized and well-equipped separate hostel for boys and girls.

There is a Sick Bay for ailing students in the hostel with qualified and experienced nurses and a visiting medical doctor. However, the students hardly become ill because they are served health-giving food prepared by experienced cooks under the close supervision of the school matron. Moreso, the hostel students engage in aerobics on particular days to keep them physically fit and mentally alert. Medical personnel from the State Ministry of Health visit the hostel when occasion demands to inoculate them again deadly diseases. Again, with the consent of parents, they are dewormed when necessary. 
The serene environment of the hostels makes it conducive to learning. There are officials including well-trained security-men who ensure that the students are protected from any form of mishap.

CO – CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Apart from academic activities, the students are taught things that will be beneficial to them in future. This takes the form of animal husbandry, fishery, snail rearing, rabbitry and crafts such as bead stringing, local craft, among others.

HOLIDAY COACHING


As you are already aware through our recent letter to parents and guardians, Lagooz holiday coaching commences on 8th August and ends 2nd September, 2011.

This programme is compulsory to all students from JSS 1 to SS 2. It is going to be a real workshop type of programme that will accommodate British, Federal and State curricular on payment N5,000 (Five thousand naira). Payment should be made on or before 8th August, 2011.

However, all the other conditions stated in the letter to this effect apply. So, if you bring a student or more from another school including your own child, you will pay only N2,500 for your own child who is our student. This programme is compulsory hence it is advisable to suspend every holiday trip in the mean time.
UNIVERSITY ADMISSION ABROAD

You are informed that through Lagooz College your child or ward can now secure admission to renowned universities in Europe. You are, therefore, advised to come to the school for details of this rare opportunity.
